WBA LEGISLATIVE REPORT

2008 Election Wrap Up
By WBA Director of Political Affairs Kate Easton

| want to start by saying thank you to all the members
that participated in the BBW PAC and BDF Conduit.
Without your time, dedication and contributions, we
would not have the powerful voice at the capitol in
Madison that we have.

As a group, we spent $128,000 from our PAC and
$99,200 from our conduit toward the Assembly, Senate,
Caucus Committees and State Parties. The dollar amounts
were split among the four legislative caucuses. We were
diligent in our efforts to concentrate on pro-housing
candidates which allowed us to assure our efforts this
cycle were bipartisan. The methodology behind these
efforts was a culmination of voting history, demographics,
local HBA endorsements, interviews and legislative
leadership input.

In the Senate, the Democrats maintain control. They
were able to hold onto the 12th Senate seat vacated by
Roger Breske. The candidate that won, Jim Holperin, is
from the Eagle River area. He represented the district as
their Assemblyman in the eighties and was Secretary of
Tourism under Doyle. We look forward to the opportunity
to work with Senator-elect Holperin. The Republicans
held all of their seats, including electing an HBA of Fond
du Lac and Dodge County member, Randy Hopper,in the
18th Senate district vacated by Carol Roessler. At the end
of the day, we have made inroads with members from
both sides of the aisle.

As expected, there was some change in the Assembly.
Assembly Democrats have picked up five GOP seats,
enough to give them back the majority in the chamber for
the first time since 1994. Democrats will now have control
of the Assembly with a 52-46-1 majority.

We look forward to the freshman incoming class in both
the Senate and Assembly and continuing our open dialog
with the Administration.

Thank you again for your time, contribution and
participation. You are the pulse of this Association and
your time and effort help give WBA a voice in the Capitol.

New leadership chosen at the capitol

Recently all four caucuses at the state capitol met to
choose their leadership for the upcoming session. The
Assembly Democrats will select an Assembly Speaker for
the first time since 1992 after retaking the majority.

The new Assembly majority Democrats selected
Mike Sheridan of Janesville as their new speaker. WBA
has enjoyed a very positive relationship with Sheridan

especially for the past 2 years and are hopeful we will
be able to work with him and his caucus on some
issues moving forward. Assembly Democrats also
selected Rep.Tony Staskunas (West Allis), Speaker Pro
Tem; Rep.Tom Nelson (Kaukauna), Majority Leader; Rep.
Donna Seidel (Wausau), Assistant Majority Leader; Rep.
Peter Barca (Kenosha), Caucus Chair; and Rep. Barbara
Toles (Milwaukee), Caucus Vice-Chair.

Senate Democrats who are still in the majority
approved a very similar slate of leadership folks as they
had last session including Sen.Russ Decker (Weston),
Majority Leader; Sen. Dave Hansen (Green Bay),
Assistant Majority Leader; Sen. Fred Risser (Madison),
President; Sen. Pat Kreitlow (Eau Claire), President Pro
Temp; Sen.John Lehman (Racine), Caucus Chair;and
Sen.Kathleen Vinehout (Alma), Caucus Vice Chair.

Assembly Republicans, back in the minority for the
first time since 1994, selected the following members
as their leadership team: Rep. Jeff Fitzgerald (Horicon),
Minority Leader; Rep. Mark Gottlieb (Port Washington),
Assistant Minority Leader; Rep. Scott Suder
(Abbotsford), Caucus Chair; and Rep. Joel Kleefisch
(Oconomowoc), Caucus Vice-Chair.

Finally, the Senate GOP selected Sen. Scott Fitzgerald
(Juneau), Minority Leader; Sen. Glenn Grothman (West
Bend), Assistant Minority Leader; Sen. Joseph Leibham
(Sheboygan), Caucus Chair; and Sen. Sheila Harsdorf
(River Hills), Caucus Vice-Chair.

And yes, the minority leaders in the assembly and
senate, Jeff and Scott Fitzgerald are brothers.

What does Nov. 4 mean for the WBA GA
Agenda?

Many people have asked what the outcome of
the general election on Tuesday will have on the
recently approved WBA GA agenda for 2009-
2010. That is a great question that deserves
some thought.

Should our organization change the goals
we have based on the partisan make- up of the
legislature and governor’s office? In my opinion,
no we should not. Our agenda is our agenda
regardless of who is in power.

Should we be more realistic in what we may
be able to get done in this changed political
environment? In my opinion, yes. We have
made some significant strides during the
last two years working with both sides of the
aisle on a number of issues. We are optimistic
about getting things done and having issues
of importance to us passed but we understand
there may be struggles.

We will adjust accordingly to the new political
landscape in Madison and keep moving forward
working fighting for issues that support the
housing industry for the next two years.

GAB Moves Forward with Rule to Stifle Free
Speech

In its first meeting after the November 4th
election the Government Accountability Board
(GAB) recently met and took action on a rule
change to regulate issue ads in Wisconsin. Four
draft rules were presented to the members of
the GAB and ultimately they decided to move
forward with one of the suggestions.

According to the attorney that has been
working with interest groups such as WBA
on this issue “the discussion by GAB staff and
members focused on “doing the right thing” as
the reason to act as well as legislature’s inability

to act. Anticipating the strong likelihood of a legal challenge,
GAB members felt that they needed to do something or status
quo would continue - which to GAB is unacceptable.”

This proposal will now follow the same process as any other
rule that is drafted by a state agency, after it is written it will be
available for the public to comment before moving to the state
legislature for review. This process will likely take some time
and if the rule is passed it likely will not effect the upcoming
spring elections.

Where do we go from here? We will continue to oppose this
rule and other proposals like this because it limits your free
speech right to attack the issue stances of your elected officials
during the legislative session or during election time.

If this rule does move through the legislature (which at this
point is highly likely) a legal challenge by a diverse coalition of
groups on the political left and right is very likely.

Group Meets to Talk about “Worker Misclassification”

Recently the “Taskforce on Worker Misclassification”
put together by the Wisconsin Department of Workforce
Development began to meet to discuss the “problem” of
independent contractors in Wisconsin.

During the most recent meeting a staffer from the national
carpenters union called in to talk about this “problem”and
urged the committee to formulate a plan to correct it. A staffer
from Commerce (Greg Jones) also talked about their plan to
have subcontractors register with the department and pay a
fee as well.

This committee appears to be headed down a path to
ask the legislature to adopt a bill that would require more
oversight over those that current call themselves independent
contractors and could also force general contractors to jump
through some additional hoops before hiring subs.

The main point on this topic that we have always advocated
for is you have to provide a safe harbor for a general
contractor. For instance, if you would require a general
contractor to confirm a subcontractor is registered on a
Commerce website when you sign a contract with them and if
you do that you are no longer responsible for any law violation
of the subcontractor.

We will continue to track the work of this taskforce and will
provide suggestions to hopefully shape any suggestions that
come from this group in a more positive manner.

NAHB Contests ICC Vote Mandating Fire
Sprinklers

Citing a failure of the International Code Council
to provide a fair and open voting process at

its Final Action Hearings in Minneapolis in
September, NAHB has filed an appeal to the ICC to
set aside code changes mandating fire sprinklers
in all new one- and two-family homes constructed
under the 2009 International Residential Code
(IRC) and to consider changes that would restore
balance to its voting process.

In a letter submitted on Oct. 30, NAHB asked the
ICC to “take immediate action to eliminate the
influence of third-party funding in the voting
process” and “undertake corrective action(s) ... by
restoring the principle of balance of interest in
the selection of Governmental Member Voting
Representatives.”

Other organizations have also called for reform. A
letter to the ICC from the Washington Association
of Building Officials noted that “special interests
dictated the outcome of the code changes,”
which will allow sprinkler manufacturers and
installers “to reap millions, if not billions, of dollars
in profits.”

After calling for an independent audit of the
irregularities they identified in their letter, the
Washington state building officials concluded
that,”We believe the integrity of the ICC s at
stake.”

Fire sprinkler advocates — including
manufacturers and installers as well as fire officials
— created a coalition to push for mandating
sprinkler requirements. Their multimillion-dollar
campaign included covering travel expenses for
fire fighters and other supporters to attend the
hearings and vote in favor of sprinkler mandates.
Taking advantage of ICC provisions that allow
multiple Governmental Members from any
jurisdiction, fire departments across the country
were able to join and designate a large roster of

new voters. With their travel expenses paid, these
first-time voters were able to overwhelm the
process and control the voting.

NAHB did help state and local home builders
associations provide funding to defray the

travel expenses of building officials whose
governmental budgets did not make any
allowance for them to attend the code hearings.
However, these officials came to participate in the
entire hearings, not just to vote and testify on
the fire sprinkler issue, and the travel grants were
provided to help ensure balance in the hearings
in the face of the well-funded pro-sprinkler
coalition.

“We believe in a fair and open building code
development process that provides for balance of
interests in the voting,” said NAHB Construction,
Codes and Standards Committee Chairman James
“Andy” Anderson, a South Carolina builder and
remodeler.“NAHB members have long supported
the ICC’s efforts to administer a consensus process
that allows voices to be heard from everyone
who has a legitimate interest in public health and
safety and how it plays out in the construction of
new homes,” he said.

“That means that product manufacturers, federal
regulators, local building inspectors, health and
safety advocates, and fire officials all deserve an
equal hearing,” Anderson said.“Home builders do,
as well — not just because they are responsible
for the home’s construction, but also because they
represent the voices of those who aren’t at the
table at all — American home buyers.”

Anderson said that others are encouraged to
voice their concerns to the ICC.

The ICC has not yet set a date for hearing NAHB's
appeal. However, interested parties are invited

to respond to the appeal by submitting their
views in writing to mpfeiffer@iccsafe.org and

to participate in and present information at the
appeal hearing.



PARADE OF HOMES

he Parade of Homes Committee, chaired
